
KAAA Presentation Standards


Our goal when we hang at an establishment or at one of our shows is to sell quality art and photography which is well presented. Finely crafted work inside and out reflects well not only on ourselves, but on KAAA and our fellow artists.

The hanging standards listed below will be enforced by the hanging volunteer and the organization for both group shows as well as commercial hanging. If your work does not meet these standards, the piece(s) will not be allowed to participate. 

It is to your benefit to present your work to full archival standards. KAAA seeks to have a professional image and works need to appear professional from the first stroke of the brush to when it is hung on the wall.  

a. Art must be created by member artist.

b. Matted work must be clean, neatly cut, acid-free mats. Proper acid-free backing board is required; no cardboard. If the piece requires a dust cover on the back, this, too, should be neat and in good shape.

c. Secure screw eyes and hanging wire are required; do not use clip frames, saw tooth hangers, or single nail rings on the backing board. 

d. No work should be wet.

e. Canvas must be securely attached to frames, preferably with glazing points.  Staples and/or tape are not acceptable.

f. Gallery Wrapped canvas is acceptable if the sides are properly finished, i.e. the painting continues around the side or the sides are painted a solid color.  Raw canvas is not acceptable. 

g. All work must have artist’s name with contact information, title, media, and price on the back.
